HOW TO USE

e Remove any sticker or protective foil from the sole plate before
using for the first time. Clean the sole plate with a soft cloth.

e Place the iron on its backrest and connect to an electric outlet.

e The Heat On-Off Indicator light switches ‘ON" when connected
to electricity. It will auto-shut ‘OFF’ after heating of the sole plate
reaches a pre-set temperature set on the Fabric Selector Dial. As the
temperature of the sole plate decreases, the light gets switched ‘ON’
again until the sole plate attains the pre-set temperature.

Setting the Temperature:

Turn the Fabric Selector Dial to

the setting that is most appropriate
for the fabric. In case the fabric is

a blend of two or more fibres (like
nylon/ silk/ wool/ cotton), select the
minimum temperature suitable for
the fibre. For instance, in a blend of
polyester and cotton, the ‘Polyester’
temperature can be selected.

Note: For fibre content and ironing instructions, refer to the garment label.
